Dear Mr. Anderson:

Pexr our telephone conversation on July 28,2003, I am writing to
confirm your agresment te meet with me and my attorney, Dan
Collins, on the matter of the conspiracy of Chapter 7 Bankruptcy
Trustee James R. Paris, US Trustee William Sonnenburg,. City of
Chattanooga Special Counsel Ann K. Schaffer, and Hamilton County
Circuit Court Judge Jackie Schulten, to Violate my civil rights and

defraud my creditors.

If you view my web site www.fennesseegate.com, under ‘legal
briefs”, you will see a copy of my Counterclaim against the City of
Lhattanooga in their lawsuit against me, Case Ng.00-C~1925. This
case was illegally dismissed during the bankruptcy stay by Judge
Schulten in her conspiracy to protect the interests of the parties
named in my Counterclaim. The City Attorney, Ann K, Schaffer,
realized after filing the lawsuit, that the Clty could not afford
to try the case, which would reveal the criminal activity of
individuals, including, but not limited to City and State
officials. Judge Schulten’s illegal dismissal of the case prevented
the City Attorney, Ann Schaffer, from having teo file a non-suit.

AGREEMENT WITH CH.7 TRUSTEE JAMES R. PARIS. OCn July 11, 2001,
Trustee Parls met with me and my attorneys, Dan Collins, John
Wolfe, and Robert Barnes, and agreed to hire these lawyers on a
contihgency basis (40%), to represent me in my lawsuits, including
the City case described above. The discussion of this agreement

lasted over an hour and was tape-recorded by me.

During this discussgion, Trustee Paris was informed of illegal

hazardous waste dumping ' committed by William Foxworth, whom I had
attempted to sue 1n State and Federal court, and the criminal

activity of State Solid Waste Manager Guy Moose, Federal Eistrj_.-:t
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Judge James Jarvis, and State Circuit Court Judge Samuel Payne,
whose. collective 1llegal actions barred me from my legal right in
court to stop the dumping and alsc served to protect the illegal
dumping for the next 13 years (and is still going on today).
Trustee Paris was also informed that my Counterclaim against the
City describes how city officials afforded Foxworth protection

which allowed the illegal dumping to continue.

Also during this discussion, Trustee Paris was informed of the
contamination of Little Debbie® products resulting from the illegal.
hazardous dumping by Foxworth at the Summit Landfill adjacent to
McKee Foods baking plants, and that McKee Foods  Corporation was

named in my Counterclaim ggainst the City.

Late in the discussion certain facts involving Dr. James Catanzara,
President of Chattanooga State Technical Community College
(CSTCC)are revealed, and Trusteé Paris is made aware of criminal
charges that had been leveled agdinst Catanzaro by the Trustees at
Triton Community College in Chicage just before Catanzaro came to
- Chattanooga. Trustee Paris was alsc informed that Catanzaro is

named in my Counterclaim against the City because he orchestrated
the removal of my position teaching chemistry and micrebieology at
CSTCC in order to protect the image of the City of Chattanooga and
McKee Foods Corporation; and to further cover-up the illegal
dumping activities. Through his past affiliation with the nonprofit
organization, Chattanooga Venture, Catanzarc helped to promote
Chattanooga as “The Environmental City” for the whole world to
emulate., McKee Foods Corporation paid. a $400,000 grant to
Catanzaro/CSTCC after I lost my teaching position at CsTcc;
Catanzaro’s businesgs affinity with McKee Foods Corporation ig self-

eXplanatory.

REFUSAL TO ACT. During the entire term of the bankruptcy, Trustee
Paris refused to hire my attorneys or to address the issues of the
City  lawsuit and my -Counterclaim. Apparently, Trustee Paris
realized my Counterclaim against the City will reveal the criminal
activities of Catanzaro and others, including State Senator Ward
Crutchfield, who is the number one protector of this activity in
Chattanooga. I am attaching the letters written by my attorneys
Dan Collins and John Wolfe to Trustee Paris confirming their
intention to take my case on a 40% contingency, as agreed to with

Trustee Paris..

REQUESTING HELP FROM THE US TRUSTEE‘S OFFICE AND THEIR REFUSAL. I
am attaching my March 4, 2002 certified letter, #7001 1340 0002
9453 9495, to US Trustee William Sonnenburg, which discusses the
activities of Trustee Paris in this matter, and requests Paris be
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replaced. US Trustee Sonnenberg completely ignored my letter and
during a later telephone conversation between Sonnenburg and
myself, Sonnenburg admonished me and stated the tape-recording of
the July 11, 2001 meeting with Trustee Paris was illegal and

inadmissable in court.

RE STING HELP FROM THE US ATTORNEY'S OFFICE AND THEIR REFUSAL, In
my attached letter of March 4, 2002, teo US Attorney Harry §.

Mattice, I discuss the details of Dr. James Catanzaro’s conspiracy
regarding the William Foxworth RICO hazardous waste dumping
operation in Chattanooga, and how a host of prominent players are
involved to allow and protect a dumping cperatlon which caused
WalMart’s hazardous used oil from 350 auto stores in the Sgutheast
to be dumped into the Tennessee River for four({4) years by
Foxworth. The letter also discusses the contamination of Little
Debbie® products baked by McKee Foods Corporation in the
Chattanooga area, and describes Foxworth’s 1illegal PRoto-Rooter
business. This March 4 letter is very comprehensive and 1is

Department
of Justice. Mr. Mattice states that “...1I have determined that your
allegations do not meet the threshold standard and that I am

therefore under no obligation to report your complaints.
